PBCC General Meeting Minutes 12/17/20 (attendance: 25)
7:00 p.m.  VP Mike Almeida opened with review of the agenda. State Parks Representative Tyson Butzke was introduced.

7:03 p.m.  Tyson delivered a brief holiday report and agreed to add State Parks volunteer opportunities to his list in the future. 
7:05 p.m.  Standing in for Commander David Dickey, Commander Derrick Brunk reported a “quiet month” in Pierpont with 14 total incidents, up from 10 reported in November. Commenting on members’ concerns over a recent serious DUI traffic accident in the area, the Commander cited speeding on Pierpont as being “always of concern” to the VPD but indicated that the most recent crash has been “the only traffic-related incident reported in the past five years.” 
7:13 p.m.  Secretary Kate Gullickson briefly recapped the PBCC’s Dec. 3 board meeting and displayed a new flyer detailing important information from the U.S. Census Bureau, including current job opportunities in the Bureau’s Oxnard headquarters as well as in the field. The official count commences in March 2020.
7:15 p.m.  Treasurer Terry Foley reported a current balance in the PBCC account of $2,5243.36 and recapped the STVR committee’s activities, citing “overall good news.” Terry continues his monthly appearances at Ventura City Council meetings and has met with Mayor Matt LaVere, Ventura Finance and Technology Director Michael Coon and Ventura Community Development Director Peter Gilli regarding the STVR issue. 
7:25 p.m.  Events Committee Chair Lauren Almeida reported on the joint Pierpont Beach and South Seaward Cleanup Day held on December 7, which was successful despite rainy weather and a light turnout. Thanks goes to Kay’s Coffee for providing free hot caffeination to all participants. The PBCC’s first annual Holiday Ornament Take and Bake at Pierpont Elementary School on December 14 boasted “an awesome turnout” in spite of the committee’s last-minute scramble to replace hundreds of ornaments stolen from Lauren’s locked car a week before the event. An article on the theft, “Ornament Thief Strikes Pierpont Bay Neighborhood,” appeared in the December 13th edition of the Ventura County Star. Rain or shine, the first Beach Cleanup Day of 2020 is scheduled for January 4th.
7:30 p.m.  Beach Committee Chair Robin Birney spoke about her meeting with Ventura Councilmember Cheryl Heitmann to discuss next steps in presenting the PBCC’s Beach Issues position paper to the city in advance of Ventura’s Local Coastal Plan Update. Robin has been in discussions with Surfrider Foundation representatives about speaking on behalf of the organization at a PBCC general meeting in the new year.
7:35 p.m.  Seaward Ave. Beautification Committee Chair Dan Roundtree introduced a draft of the committee’s Beautification Project Proposal and cited ongoing efforts to secure Measure O funding for its implementation. Committee member Mike Mancini has submitted a lighting plan and is currently receiving bids on installation of permanent swag lighting along both sides of South Seaward.
7:40 p.m.  A team of development specialists from OnPoint Development presented information on the company’s current project at the corner of Seaward Avenue and Alessandro Drive. The proposed Alessandro Shopping Center (replacing the Golden China Inn) will feature a 37,000 square foot fitness center and a 2,000 square foot drive-through café. 
8:00 p.m.  Mike announced the next General Meeting, which is set for January 21. Meeting was adjourned.
